	Please, be advised that your passport must be valid for 6 (six) months after the visa expiration date.

	Important! The Russian visa may be issued either urgently (paid business visa), which is issued on the basis of the Russian MFA reference (telex) number sent to the Applicant’s local Russian Consulate Department, or in a regular manner according to an official letter of invitation issued by the Russian Ministry of Foreign Affairs within two weeks and a half (free humanitarian visa). In case you choose free humanitarian visa, please allow a month and a half for the JINR Administration to receive the invitation for you and further deliver it to your address by post, which requires another couple of weeks or more.
